English Equitation Novice class;
In all Equitation Classes it is the rider not the horse that is judged.

However, horses should, in the judge's opinion, have manners suitable for carrying a side saddle. Judges take in account effective horsemanship, suppleness, straightness, poise of the rider, overall impression of the rider and horse, including the riders influence on the horse's way going.

Competitors enter the ring together and are required by the Judge to walk trot and canter on the right rein, followed by a change of rein through trot and canter left, before being called into line, Each competitor is asked to give a freestyle show not exceeding 2 minutes, including some walk on one rein, and trot and canter on each rein.

Each competitor's saddle and turnout will be inspected after completing the freestyle show.
Competitors will receive rosettes and for one of them Judge consider best turned out rosette.

Also all competitors will get a short comment and description about them show, skills, poise and turned out.

Equitation class (lower level)
Semi-final – L. Final – P.
International Championships Equitation classes
Semi-final – P. Final – N (freestyle to music).
International Championships Jumping classes 
Semi-final – up to 60cm. 
Final – up to 80cm. Konkurs zwykly, 
High-jump Competition ('puissance')

High-jump competition consists of two obstacles – practice fence (80cm) and the Vertical (Singlebar / Upright), which is 100cm high in the beginning of the class. The vertical is going to be raised 10 cm each round. The knockdown on the practice fence doesn’t eliminate the rider. The rider has two chances. The second knockdown on the Vertical (Singlebar) results in elimination.
Historical Costume Class – 
”The Janów Podlaski Stud” Chairman’s Trophy 
The class will be judged at walk, trot and canter. The Judges may inspect costumes for historical piece of art (painting, picture, graphic art or drawing) accuracy. The special jury is going to judge the class – not only equestrian judges, but also the respectable guests and venerable VIP’s and celebrities.
Competitors are required to submit to commentary position a brief resume about their costume, together with a photograph of the piece of art copied. The resume must be marked with the competitor’s name and the number. 

Costume Concours d’Elegance – 
”The Sidesaddle Association of Poland” Chairman’s Trophy.
The class will be judged at walk, trot and canter. Each rider has 1 minute to appear. The winner will be the rider who makes the best impression on the judges - deemed by the judges to be the most interested, delightful and elegant. 
The special jury is going to judge the class – not only equestrian judges, but also the respectable guests and venerable VIP’s and celebrities. 
‘Freestyle’ Class
The class will be judged at walk, trot and canter. Competitors may prepare their own demonstration. Any themes are permitted. Static props or theatrical helpers are permitted. Also props may be carried. 

The special jury is going to judge the class – not only equestrian judges, but also the respectable guests and venerable VIP’s and celebrities.
If the demonstration is with the music, competitors are required to submit to commentary position their music on CD. The CD must be marked with the competitor’s name and the number. This is SHOW, performance not test!
Sidesaddle Champagne Challenge.
Open to Adults side saddle riders only. Competitors will be given a glass of “champagne” and be required to ride in walk, trot and canter on each rein, as instructed by the judge. The winner shall be competitor who completes the class with the most “champagne” in the glass and will receive the big bottle of champagne.
